Letter Bingo

You Need:

Bristol board

Paper cutter and/or scissors and rulers
Pencils, erasers and markers

Envelopes

These games are designed to help a beginning reader gain some of the
emergent literacy skills necessary for decoding and word attack. These
skills are: knowing the alphabet and corresponding sounds,
understanding rhyming, recognizing beginning letters and sounds.

Instructions:
Letter Bingo

Create Bingo cards out of bristol board. Use the master Bingo card on the
next page, photocopy it, glue it to the bristol board and cut it out. If you
want to use this as a measuring activity, follow these instructions.

Measure and mark 1 inch or 2.5 cm squares. Use a ruler or metre stick to
mark the squares, try to keep the lines straight. Each Bingo card is
12.5 cm. by 15 cm. (5 inches by 6 inches) and has 30 squares, 5
across the top and 6 down. Across the top of each card write the word
Bingo, one letter per square. The centre square is the “free square”.
Create as many cards as you wish or need.
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
